Just a reminder 1 bag of garbage per week per household, additional 

bags require the garbage sticker available for purchase for $1.00. Any bags over the one bag allowed without stickers 

will be billed at $5.00 per additional bag, please purchase stickers! May purchase garbage stickers from clerk’s office 

with cash, check or credit card when open.
