Need garbage stickers? Packs of 5 stickers for $5.00 are available 24/7 at the vending machine located at Guns 

& Ammo (takes cash and credit cards), 219 N Mill Street. Just a reminder 1 bag of garbage per week per 

household, additional bags require the garbage sticker available for purchase for $1.00. Any bags over the one 

bag allowed without stickers will be billed at $5.00 per additional bag, please purchase stickers! May purchase 

garbage stickers from clerk’s office with cash, check or credit card when open.

Anti-Siphon Valves/Hose Bibs are required on all outdoor faucets to protect the water supply from potential 

contamination, they are available for purchase for $6.00 each if needed please contact Brian via phone/text 

608-558-0017. They will read as a Connection Fee on your bill as they are part of the cross-connection audits 

performed if Brian discusses it with you.  

Just a reminder, be a FRIENDLY neighbor! No burning of garbage or painted/treated wood, outdoor firepits 

and grilling are welcome with dry firewood. Watch the speed in the village limits as people are out and about 

throughout the year.
